Approval of Aerosol Transmissible Disease Prevention Program
Terri Prichard updated members on what the program is and what has been happening to date. The proposed policy outlines steps to take to limit exposure to respiratory pathogen transmission and provides information on implementation. The Aerosol Transmissible Disease Prevention Program policy was adopted unanimously after a motion from Michael Chimente and seconded by Kathy Northington. Essential Job Functional Analysis – WorkSTEPS pre-employment tests
Diana Rappaport reviewed with members the new essential job functions and job specific tests that were created per member requests. She also reminded members of the importance of having ADA compliant job descriptions.

New Hire Checklist

Diana Rappaport explained that this was a tool available for districts to use to insure that all new employees received the appropriate paperwork and training upon hire. Also provided was the JPA training matrix sorted by type of employee to make it easier to see who needs what type of training.

Diana Rappaport reminded members of the upcoming AB1825 Sexual Harassment Training on December 2 at the Tuolumne County Schools Office. She also presented members with the updated JPA Calendar. The only changes were to add the two November 17 trainings - Annual Codes & Regs at Ironstone and the Special Ed Liabilities Update Video Conference.
