Adopt Property & Liability Rates

She explained that changes to preliminary rates were mainly due to updating the vehicle rosters and the rates for the booster club coverage came in lower than expected. Overall the rates are reduced 4.09% from last year. The Property & Liability Rates were unanimously adopted after a motion by Mark Campbell and a second by John Pendley.
14.   Adopt 2010/11 Safety Credit Program Allocations
Diana Rappaport informed members that the Risk Management/Loss Control Committee voted to continue with the same formula as last year. She reminded them how that formula worked and that it is ADA driven. Total amount available for this year is $114,880.00. The Safety Credit Program allocations were unanimously approved after a motion by Marguerite Bulkin and a second by Kathy Northington.
