Administrative Business Items


a)
Approval of AHERA Contract with Alpine Environmental
The AHERA Contract was adopted unanimously as presented after a motion from Claudia Davis and seconded by Margie Bulkin.  


b)
First reading and/or adoption of JPA Bylaw revisions
Diana Rappaport explained the reason for the changes; she informed members that the document had been reviewed by legal counsel and the finance committee was recommending adoption.  First reading only, no action taken.  Members with concerns were asked to direct them to the JPA prior to the next board meeting in April.  
7.  Adoption of Property & Liability Actuarial Study
Mujtaba Datoo of AON gave an overview of the January 28, 2011 Property & Liability Actuarial Study.  Mujtaba reported that the Tuolumne JPA had a small and relatively stable program.  He reported that on the liability side the JPA had experienced losses of about $140,000.00 per year, and that the remaining liability was currently approximately $150,000.00.  On the property side, he reported that claims were on the average of $100,000.00 to 120,000.00 per year.  

8.  Adoption of Workers’ Compensation Actuarial Study
Mujtaba Datoo of AON gave an overview of the January 31, 2011 Workers’ Compensation Actuarial Study.  He reported that at a $250,000 SIR and a 50% - 55% confidence level, the present value of the loss rate per $100 of payroll was $1.52.   
Both the Workers’ Compensation Actuarial Study and the Property & Liability Actuarial Study were adopted unanimously, after a motion from Michael Chimente and a second from Jim Frost.

9. Finance
a) Adoption of the 2009-10 financial audit
Leigh Ann Blessing presented the 2009-10 financial audit to members.  She informed members that the finance committee had reviewed the audit with Bill Patterson of Sampson and Sampson and was recommending it for adoption. The 2009-10 Financial Audit was adopted unanimously after a motion from Claudia Davis and seconded by Diane Dotson.

b) Adopt Financial Reports for the period ending December 31, 2010

Diana Rappaport presented the December 31st financial reports to the members.  She noted that at this point of the year property/liability claims are performing better than expected and workers compensation claims are slightly higher than expected.  Overall, the net assets are $ 7.4 million dollars at this time. Diana also informed members that the Finance Committee had reviewed and approved the reports. The financial reports were unanimously adopted after a motion by Margie Bulkin and a second by Claudia Davis.

a) Approval of Risk Management/Loss Control Committee Goals

Diana Rappaport presented members with the proposed Risk Management/Loss Control Committee goals for 2010-2012. She stated that all prior year goals were complete but two.  These goals are recommended to be folded into the current year.  Ongoing training for members will be priority for the 2011-12 year. The Risk Management/Loss Control Committee Goals were unanimously approved after a motion from Michael Chimente and a second by Margie Bulkin.

b) Approval of the 2010-11 Loss Prevention Survey Awards

Terri Prichard reviewed with members a power point presentation of the loss prevention survey. She also explained the new point system used to add weight to the categories and identified the proposed award winners. Diana Rappaport informed members that the point system and the perpetual trophies were approved by the Risk Management/Loss Control Committee. She also reported that ASCIP had donated $12,000.00 to go along with the $12,000.00 from the JPA and that the awards would be presented to the winning districts at their individual school board meetings. The 2010-11 Loss Prevention Awards were unanimously approved after a motion from Margie Bulkin and a second by Jeff Winfield.
