ACTION ITEMS

6. Approval of Contracted Services



a) Company Nurse - Workers’ Comp Triage Services
Diana Rappaport presented the proposed contract and informed members that there would be a $750.00 reduction from last year. The contract was unanimously approved after a motion by Michael Chimente and a second by Leigh Shampain.

7. Adopt Financial Reports for the period ending February 28, 2013
Diana Rappaport presented the February 28th financial reports to the members. Overall, the net assets are $ 5.5 million dollars at this time. At this point of the year both the property/liability claims and workers compensation claims are at expected levels.  Diana also informed members that the Finance Committee had reviewed and approved the reports. The Financial Reports were unanimously adopted after a motion by Dick Glock and a second by Julia Tidball.

Approval of document destruction for 2013-14
Diana Rappaport presented a list of documents that are scheduled for destruction on July 1, 2013. The proposed list of documents for destruction was approved unanimously, after a motion from Tonya Midget and a second from Dick Glock.

9.  Adoption of Actuarial Studies


a) Property & Liability Actuarial Study

Mujtaba Datoo of AON gave an overview of the April 1, 2013 Property & Liability Actuarial Study.  Mujtaba reported that the Tuolumne JPA had a small and relatively stable program.  He reported that on the liability side, the JPA had experienced losses of about $140,000.00 per year.  On the property side, he reported that claims were on the average of $100,000.00 to 120,000.00 per year.  


b) Workers’ Compensation Actuarial Study

Mujtaba Datoo of AON gave an overview of the April 1, 2013 Workers’ Compensation Actuarial Study.  He reported that at a $350,000 SIR and a 50% - 55% confidence level, the present value of the loss rate per $100 of payroll was $1.66.   

Both the Workers’ Compensation and Property & Liability Actuarial Studies were adopted unanimously, after a motion from Michael Chimente and a second from Dick Glock.

Public Employment
Tuolumne JPA Accounting Technician increase of .125 FTE/Benefits – The increase was approved unanimously after a motion from Michael Chimente and a second from Dick Glock.
11.   Approval of 2012/13 Safety Credits 
Diana Rappaport informed members that the Risk Management/Loss Control Committee voted to continue with the same formula as last year. Total amount available for this year is $80,000.00. The Safety Credit Program allocations were unanimously approved after a motion by Marlana Benkula and a second by Leigh Shampain.

12.  Approval of revised deductible schedule
Diana Rappaport presented the proposed revised deductible schedule.  She explained that SISC has a $2,500 deductible for property and boiler claims with all other deductibles at $ 1,000.  Due to the fiscal health of the fund, and the desire to retain continuity during the transition, Diana recommended that all deductibles remain at $ 1,000 for fiscal year 2013/14. She informed the members that the Risk Management/Loss Control Committee had voted to implement this deductible schedule for one year then revisit the item if needed. The revised deductible schedule was approved unanimously, after a motion from Michael Chimente and a second by Vonnie Butler.

13.  Discussion/approval of Concealed Weapons Policy

Diana Rappaport reviewed the proposed policy with members. The Risk Management/Loss Control Committee recommended that members adopt the proposed policy.  After much discussion it was decided to bring the policy back to the May Board meeting.  The recommendation was to limit the identification of a weapon/ammunition to Penal Codes 626.9, 626.10 and 30310.   No Board action. 
14.  Senate Bill 863

Amber Davis of LWP Claims presented the changes to Workers’ Compensation under SB 863. She also presented the new forms associated with the changes. This item is for information only, no Board action. 
15.  Adoption of 2013/14 Administrative Fees to the Tuolumne County Superintendent of Schools

Diana Rappaport reviewed the proposed fees for the 2013/14 fiscal year using sheet B due to the action taken to increase the Accounting Technician position to eight hours a day. She explained the break out between the programs. The Finance Committee has reviewed and recommended the proposal.  The fees were unanimously approved after a motion from Michael Chimente and a second by Leigh Shampain.
