It was recommended that the JPA rescind the preliminary notice that was given to ASCIP. Approval to rescind the preliminary notice was approved unanimously, after a motion from Julie Barrington and a second from Claudia Davis.

 9. Adopt Financial Reports for the period ending April 30, 2012
Diana Rappaport presented the April 30th financial reports to the members.  At this point of the year property/liability claims are less than expected and workers compensation claims are slightly higher than expected.  Overall, the net assets are six million dollars at this time. The Financial Reports were unanimously adopted after a motion by Vonnie Butler and a second by Kim Burr.
10.  Adopt Property & Liability Rates
Diana Rappaport presented the proposed Property & Liability Rates for the 2012/13 year. She informed members that the only rate not set was the bus/auto liability because the ASCIP renewal questionnaires have not been received so she cautioned that vehicle coverage could change. There was no increase to the SELF reinsurance this year; however, there was an overall increase of 8.74% due to higher ASCIP rates. The Property & Liability rates were adopted unanimously, after a motion from Tim Zearley and a second from Marlana Benkula.

11. Adopt Workers’ Compensation Rates
Diana Rappaport presented the proposed Workers’ Compensation Rates for the 2012/13 year. She explained that these rates were calculated with the formula that was approved at the April Board meeting. The Workers’ Compensation rates were adopted unanimously as presented after a motion by Kim Burr and a second by Claudia Davis.
