9. Adopt Financial Reports for the period ending March 31, 2011
Diana Rappaport presented the March 31st financial reports to the members.  At this point of the year property/liability claims are less than expected and workers compensation claims are slightly higher than expected.  Overall, the net assets are $ 7.9 million dollars at this time. Diana also informed members that the Finance Committee had reviewed and approved the reports. The Financial Reports were unanimously adopted after a motion by Kim Burr and a second by Jim Frost.

10.  Adopt Property & Liability Rates
Diana Rappaport presented the proposed Property & Liability Rates for the 2011/12 year. She informed members that the only rate not set was the bus/auto liability because the ASCIP renewal questionnaires have not been received so she cautioned that vehicle coverage could change. There were no substantial increases in the reinsurance this year, overall there will be an estimated decrease of 3.41% due to interest income offsetting expenses and a rebate from prior year coverage. The Property & Liability rates were adopted unanimously, after a motion from Michael Chimente and a second from Jim Frost.

11. Adopt 2011-12 Preliminary Budgets
Diana Rappaport presented members with the proposed preliminary budgets. She explained that these were preliminary budgets and the final budgets would be brought to the next board meeting for approval. The Finance Committee has reviewed and recommends the preliminary budgets for approval. The preliminary budgets were adopted unanimously as presented after a motion by Claudia Davis and a second by Leigh Shampain.
