Diana Rappaport presented members with the proposed 2012-13 Risk Management/Loss Control Goals.  She also reported on the status of prior years goals. The 2012-13 goals were unanimously adopted after a motion by Mike McCoy and a second by Leigh Shampain

14.  Approval of Property/Liability recommendation and action
Diana Rappaport reviewed the report and recommendation given by Mike Krill at the combined committee meeting on July 25, 2012. He compared the rates as well as the services of 3 JPA’s that are reflected in the report. His recommendation was that the JPA consider a move to SISC II as there services were comparable to what we have now and the JPA would realize a 53% reduction in rates. Diana informed members that because we had rescinded our notification of withdrawal from ASCIP they were unwilling to allow us to leave at this time. Upon approval Diana will continue to negotiate a January withdrawal.  The recommendation and action were approved unanimously after a motion from Mike McCoy and a second by Tonya Midget.
